Bingo Nature Hunt – Work together to make up bingo cards out of heavy paper or 
cardboard with an equal number of boxes across and down.  In the boxes write in 
specific items to find outside like a pebble, a daffodil, leaf or feather.  Give each 
family member a card and search for the items on their card.  See who can bingo 
first. 
 
Sidewalk paintings – Create your own paintings on the sidewalk using plain water 
and paintbrushes.
